inline S6& S6::operator=(const S6&) = default;

Restoring the generation of a special member function suppressed by another

Incorporating =default in the declaration of a special member function instructs the com-
piler to generate its definition regardless of any other user-provided special member func-
tions. As an example, consider a value-semantic SecureToken class that wraps a standard
string; std++string; and an arbitrary-precision-integer;Big¥nt; token code that together
satisfy certain invariants:

class SecureToken

{
std::string d_value; // The default-constructed value is the empty string.
BigInt d_code; // The default-constructed value is the integer zero.
public:
// All six special member functions are implicitly defaulted.
void setValue(const char* value);
const char* value() const;
BigInt code() const;
}

By default, a secure token’s value will be the empty-string value, and the token’s code
will be the numerical value of zero because those are, respectively, the default-initialized
values of the two data members, d_value and d_code:
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
